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OVERVIEW

THE BOLLYWOOD BOYS is an independent feature film budgeted at $1,000,000, to be shot at
various locations in Hollywood, CA.

Its legal entity, Bollywood Boys LLC, a California Limited Liability Corporation - a joint venture
between Los Angeles based Al Gomez Productions (AGP) & F.N.B. Entertainment, LLC.

Al Gomez Productions and F.N.B. Entertainment is seeking an equity investment which funds
shall be expended in accordance with a final approved budget to be used for the production and
marketing of “The Bollywood Boys” motion picture.

Al Gomez Productions and FNB Entertainment have business associations with various members
of the American Film Marketing Association (an Independent group of Domestic/International
Distributors). These associations can formulate gross territory/territory high and low figures, which
at best estimate will yield between $1 Million to $3 Million in “Minimum Guarantees” in global
revenues not factoring in any overages.

Turn around time for return on investment is approximately 12 to 24 months from acquiring
distribution for the film.

Based on the bare minimal figures, return on investment is calculated at 50% and upwards.

Several similar pictures have been exponentially successful such as “Superbad”, “Scary Movie”
franchises, and many others.

Most recently Bollywood themed shows have proven quite successful, with IFC’s “Bollywood
Hero” mini-series and the feature film “Slumdog Millionaire” winning the Oscar in 2009 and
bringing in over $140,000,000.00 at the Box Office.

Motion Pictures similar to “The Bollywood Boys” have achieved the results set forth below. Inasmuch as it is likely
the picture will perform similarly, investment in the motion picture industry is highly speculative.

Economic success of any film since the revenue derived from the production and distribution of a motion picture
depends primarily upon its acceptance of other competing films released into the marketplace at or near the same

time, general economic factors and other tangible and intangible factors, all of which can change and cannot be

predicted with certainty.

F.N.B. Entertaiment

David Faustino, Corin Nemec and Todd Bringewatt formed the very successful F.N.B. Entertainment to
produce quality Feature Films, Television and Web projects.

They have teamed creatively for several comedy titles, finding amazing success with 2009’s “Star-Ving”
for SONY.

David (Married-With Children) and Corin (Parker Lewis Can't Lose/Stargate SG1) are together considered
by many entertainment critics to be this generation’s Laurel and Hardy because of their comic timing on-
screen.

Along with creative partner Todd Bringewatt (Rules of the Game) F.N.B. is also developing several new
show ideas, both Comedy as well as Drama for 2009/2010 and beyond.
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Recoupment of the Minimum Guarantee. If there was a Minimum Guarantee paid against rights-
specific exploitation such as DVD or television rights only, then the Guarantee would customarily be
recouped out of the Licensor’s royalty or share of these rights-specific Gross Receipts only.

Delivery Terms. Because most Motion Pictures are delivered to the consumer in a variety of
formats such as theatrical exhibition in theaters, on videocassette, by satellite, by free TV, by pay
TV, on videodisc, on DVD, and in other media, the delivery of materials necessary must enable the
exploitation in all such media. Different territories have different standards of technical acceptability
of such delivery materials. Each license agreement provides for different forms of delivery
materials as required in the different media licensed. For example, the delivery items listed below
may be furnished physically, by Laboratory Access, by materials lent to the Licensee for copying
and return, by satellite delivery, or in the form of the purchasing or lending of a video master.

The license agreement will clearly set forth a list of materials that are required for the complete
delivery of a Motion Picture into a particular Territory. The cost of materials is separate and apart
from the payment of a Minimum Guarantee or other license fee.

Licensee’'s Obligation to Pay for Delivery Materials. Separate and apart from the Minimum
Guarantee, with respect to the Delivery Materials listed above, in most cases, the Licensee will be
required to pay for the costs for the Delivery Materials.

Financial Records. The Licensee is required to maintain complete and accurate records in the
currency of the Licensed Territory of all financial transactions regarding the Motion Picture. This is
in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles in the entertainment distribution
business throughout the Term of the Agreement and during any period while a dispute about
payments remains unresolved. These records generally include all Gross Receipts derived, all
Recoupable Distribution Costs paid, all allowed adjustments or rebates made, and all cash
collected or credits received.

Cash Basis/Maintenance of Records. All records are customarily maintained on a cash basis.

Statements. Accounting Statements are customarily rendered monthly, quarterly, or as the Term
progresses, semi-annually.

Audit Rights. The Licensor will generally have the right to audit the books and records of the
Licensee relating to the Motion Picture with at least ten days prior notice. This examination may be
conducted by the Licensor itself or through its auditors. Each investor shall be mailed a copy of
Bollywood Boys Productions, LLC distribution account records on a monthly basis.
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
